12% of people who filled out their forms said they were thinking about
becoming vegan. There was noticeably less people who said they would
become vegan on their evaluation forms than at previous free vegan food
fairs (42% in 2009 and 28% in 2010). This is possibly because there was
less free food than at previous events and the vegan message was less
clear than we intended it to be.

Stallholders Comments

Stallholders were given a different evaluation form, and 15 of these were filled in. Twelve
of these had been invited by organisers, and three had found out about the event and got
in touch to ask for a stall.

14 said that the information sent out before the event was clear. 1 said they had not re-
ceived it.

Stallholders were asked if the event met their expectations, and what could be improved.
We also asked for further comments. We received the following answers:

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Minutes to Cruelty-Free Festive Fair Evaluation
Meeting — Monday 12 December 2011

Organisers and volunteers met on 12 December 2011 to talk about what went well and to
discuss areas of improvement. Here is a summary of the minutes to the meeting.

What went well?
There were more people actively involved in organising than previous events
Better information for stallholders, which was appreciated
Stallholders were pleased to have help unloading and loading before and after the event
Children’s activities were well attended and enjoyed
Tying date in with a “special day”
Not going over budget
Organisers covering set areas on the day
Less stressful than trying to feed 800 people!
Variety of stalls
Good to have labels with ingredients for cakes on the BARC cake stall
Cake giveaway at the end made sense as less to take back and no waste
Holly Hedge gateaux amazing
Good team work
Planning started early
Lots of evaluation forms returned
Local caterers, such as Dil Se and Arc Café Bar

What could be improved?

All agreed not to have an event in a church again, as we don't like the idea of giving the
church money
The venue also did not work well for stallholders who could not bring tea and coffee in
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Minutes to Cruelty-Free Festive Fair Evaluation

Meeting — Monday 12 December 2011 continued...
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Some stallholders said the music was too loud to hear people speak to them

Some products, e.g. Conscious Clothing bags were too expensive

Not enough people in talks — better signage needed, and programme could have gone
up on Bindymedia, there were technical problems with the announcements. We had
sound check on our set up tasks for Saturday morning, but should have got on to it ear-
lier to give us time to sort out the problems.

Have a list on display by entrance showing listings and times of films, talks and cookery
demos

Less people at the event, although not that much less

Limited media coverage, despite a lot of effort to get it — maybe due to not having the
pull of free food, or the wording of the press release?

Name of the event confusing for some people. What is meant by cruelty-free?

Becoming too similar to VegFest?

Some people were offended by Skinny Bitch being on one of the stalls. Perhaps we
could have had one or two of us checking the content of stalls, and also make it clear on
stallholder info that no info/books should be sexist

Also some non-vegan items on two of the stalls. These were removed once we
spotted them!

Psychic books were sold, by people who just turned up and had not booked a stall
Worry about not having enough volunteers in the lead up to the event. Agreed it would
be helpful to find ways of giving more people ownership of the event

Not enough volunteers leafleting outside. Agreed hour shifts too long for this — half an
hour max better

Ask stallholders to send out information about the event — send each stallholders fliers.
Essential could put fliers in the orders they send out



Minutes to Cruelty-Free Festive Fair Evaluation

Meeting — Monday 12 December 2011 continued...
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Date was too late for a Christmas Fair

Did not promote the fact it was for International Animal Rights Day enough (although it
was in press release and flier)

Aim not clear enough to public — was it to promote veganism, animal rights or Christmas
shopping? Agreed that organisers had been clear with each other that it was to promote
veganism and animal rights.

Stallholders did not seem to have an animal rights “attitude” — too many products?

More freebies/tasters needed from stallholders

Could stalls have been mixed up more — campaigns and non-campaigns. Acknowledged
we did our best considering restraints of food/non-food halls and some stalls sharing vol-
unteers, hence needing to be next to each other

Get money in advance for stalls, which would reduce cancellations

Stallholder information to go out earlier, so that we have more notice of cancellations
following the information

The rota for each area, e.g. kitchen, front desk, should be displayed so that people know
when they are being relieved

One company represented is owned by a large dairy company — do not contact for fu-
ture events?

Not everyone was given a programme at the entrance desk

Ideas for future events

Venues other than a church

Something smaller?

Look at venue, then decide event around venue?

Empty shops? David to find out more about this.

“Why Vegan?” evenings — specifically aimed at people who want to find out more about
being vegan

Arc Café Bar?

Film festival?
